Parents, grandparents, governors and children recently turned out in force to 
turn a corner of land into a new garden for the whole school community at 
Margaret Wix Primary School in High Oaks. 
 
However, the highlight of the morning was receiving a cheque for £2,000 from 
Carlton Lomax, the District Council’s Environment and Health Promotions 
Manager, to create this new kind of school garden which will benefit the whole 
community. The money came from the Health Inequalities Fund made 
available through the St Albans and District Local Strategic Partnership (LSP). 
  
Everybody built up a sweat preparing three plots of land and planting the first 
seeds. Each class has its own mini-greenhouse and will try their hands at 
growing a wide range of fruit, vegetables and flowers which they will use 
during their work within the classroom. Follow on work will involve the 
preparation and cooking of fruit and vegetables, and the sharing of simple 
recipes which the children will take home. This will hopefully generate more 
interest and increase the consumption of vegetable based meals through the 
'pester power' of the children involved with the project.  
 
Cllr Robert Donald, Chair of the Local Strategic Partnership (LSP) 
commented: “This is exactly the sort of practical project for young people that 
the LSP is keen to support, and is what our Community Strategy is all about. It 
demonstrates that healthy living can involve physical exercise in the fresh air 
that is not just about more team sport. It allows children to experience the 
benefits of growing their own food locally, saving energy involved in long haul 
distribution, reducing pollution levels and the district’s carbon footprint. So well 
done Margaret Wix, with this garden project. Any other primary interested in 
setting up a similar project can contact Carlton Lomax at St Albans City and 
District Council for more information.” 
 
Sally Bishop, the Head Teacher said: “The project involves the creation of a 
children's garden, involving the whole school and residents in the schools 
locality. They will be planning, preparing, planting and tending the growth of a 
variety of fresh fruit and vegetables, increasing the children's and support 
helpers physical activity.” 
 
Sheila Burton, portfolio holder for sport and healthy living said: “This is a great 
example of how partnerships can kick start an initiative that will benefit the 
whole community. Not only will the school have extra resources to use in the 
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classroom, but they and their parents will get satisfaction from growing their 
own produce which they will be able to eat.”
